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Contest Winner (Cooksey Family)
I have thought of an idea for the 12 powerful words.  It’s a way to practice all 12 words and spend time with your child.

First, you pick a show they enjoy.  Then you watch it together.  After you turn off the TV and apply the words to what you just watched.

1) Summarize the TV show or movie.  Ask your child to give you the short version of how the show went.

2) You, the parent, will pick two characters to have your child compare and contrast.  Ask your child, how are the characters alike?   How are they different?

3)  Have your child trace what happened in the show.  List the steps.
4) Ask your child to analyze or break apart the reason why the characters may have done or said something.

5) Ask your child to infer, by reading between the lines, what did the character mean when he or she said ____________ ( you fill in the blank).
6) Have your child formulate or create a new scene.

7) Have your child explain their scene to you.

8) Ask your child to support or back up their story or scene with details such as, “What would she wear?” or “What would his face look like?”

9) Next, you add a scene and describe it, tell all about it to your child.  You can also describe what you think of your child’s ideas. 

10) Predict what will happen in the next episode.

11) Evaluate what you and/or your child thought of this activity.

Also, if you forget a step, ask your child to remember it.  This allows he or she to think more about the words.
